	Provisional
Report on the founding of the Rumanian section of AEDE. 
The event took place in Deva, capital of the province Hunedoara. November 4th – 6th 2005. map ref
History
Already a few years Rumania was a member of AEDE-international through Mr. Cornelio Zeanu, who said to represent AEDE in Rumania. He also claimed that he represented the Rumanian European Movement.
In all the years he was present the Rumanian section never paid the fee and could never show a list of members or legal statutes. December 2004 the Bureau of AEDE decided to give Mr. Zeana a last chance to be the legal representative of AEDE in Rumania. After several calls to show us a list of members or to pay the fee, no answer were given. Then AEDE officially expelled Mr. Zeana as member and representative of the Rumanian section. This was March 2005, during the Comite-meeting of AEDE in Brussels.
Also since a few years already some teachers/educators around the city of Banat initiated a regional section AEDE. (This was originally initiated by the Austrian section of AEDE)
Since last year other teachers/educators from all over Rumania have shown an interest in initiating the Rumanian section of AEDE .
A few persons around Deva were the most serious. Two persons were given the task to take action in this. They were Mrs. Iona Jurca, teacher in Deva and Mr. Anisor Parvu, Inspector General of Education in the province of Hunedoara.
They asked more people to organise an initiating congress, were people from whole Rumanian were invited. Important thing is that also Mrs. Monica Calota, managing director of the Rumanian Socrates National Agency was positive and followed this initiative with great interest.
Lot of work
In the beginning of this year the people from Deva start to work. A date was set for the congress. Statutes were written, website was organised. An official request for the founding of AEDER(umania) was brought into the Institute of Laws in Bucharest. 
Around september 2005 the official papers from Bucharest came in. This meant that the AEDER was legal, from that moment on.
Participants of the founding meeting
A special strategy was chosen for the participants of this initiating congress. Members of politics were invited and also all the inspectors of Comenius from whole the country (there are 42 of them) Also important guests from local and provincial authorities were asked.
Meantime the infrastructure and programme for the congress was organised.

Congress itself
The congress was held in the historic building of the Deva prefecture. About 120 participants came to the congress. The chairman of the congress was Mr. Anisor Parvu, inspector general of inspectorate in the provence of Hunedoara.
Some participants were:
-member of Rumanian Parliament, Mrs. Iona Popescu
-members of the national board of the labour union
-members of the regional political board of the province of Hunedoara
-mayor of the city of Deva.
-Mr Dieter Huber, manager Socrates Agency in Bavaria
-Mr. Jan Verboon, managing director of bureau Eurolink and secr-general of Dutch section.
-Mr.Rick Matser, president of AEDE/international
The conference started already on Friday evening with a dinner for the members of the congress. The international guests could visit a European school in Deva in the meantime. Saturday was the day of the congress. In the beautiful big hall of the Deva prefecture the congress itself took place. We started with the European hymn and after this a lot of speeches were held. After a short break some presentations followed. Rick Matser made a powerpoint presentation about the organisation of AEDE-International. 
A discussion also took place concerning the founding of AEDER and what the steps should be taken in future. The brandnew website of AEDER was presented. After that we went to visit the historical castle in the city of Hunedoara, where we also had a late lunch. In the evening the organising committee had organised a fantastic dinner-dancing ball. Completed with fireworks.
The congress and other activities were perfect organised and all the guests felt honoured that we could be present at the birth of this brandnew section 

Provisional board of AEDER
The first year of AEDER there is a provisional board of three persons. The new president of the AEDER will be Mrs. Iona Jurca!! 
Their task will be to get members of AEDER all over the country. They will have to organise a conference at the end of 2006 to have a first official meeting of AEDER, were a new and permanent board of AEDER has to be chosen. After this they can ask officially to be associated with AEDE-international in our coming tri-annual congress in late 2007 ( or early 2008)
Impact of founding AEDER
AEDE international was very present at this event. It had a good impact of the whole of the congress. Besides Mr. Rick Matser, representing AEDE as president, also Dieter Huber (although he represented his Socrates Agency) as board member of the German AEDE was present. He presented also a statement of the German AEDE at the congress. (written by the president of EBB, Mr. Kummetat). was Mr. Verboon as SG of the Dutch section of AEDE was also present.
Now we have to give AEDER the credits and the time to develop their own strategy to position AEDER in Rumanian society. That at the congress Rumanian teachers from all over the country were present gives AEDER a more than regional status. At a national congress of Socrates, November 20/21 in Sinai, will AEDER show more from their self. The National Agency of Rumania is very positive and this gives AEDER a countrywide exposure. The problem that occurred, that there is also a regional section AEDE around the city of Banat is not solved yet, but the following steps were taken:
Mrs. Iona Jurca already had contact by phone with representatives of Banat and she invited them to come to the congress. However they could not come, but will talk together, to see what is possible. The strategy will be that the members of Banat could come into the national section as a regional section. In the same way AEDER will act in the future. To initiate regional section everywhere in the country!!
Let’s give this also the time!!!!!!!!!!!
As president I’m very happy that I could represent AEDE at this congress. It gave a lot of energy to see how enthusiastic teachers and educators were in their attitude to AEDE as a European association.
